GENERAL |INFORMATION

DEPARTURE FROM SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA : Charter busses will depart from Taft High School
(5461 Winnetka Ave, Woodland Hills) south of the Ventura Freeway on Winnetka Ave. at 8:30 a.m.
sharp. Campers must register between7:30 and 8:00 A.M.Transportation fee is $80.00 round-trip.
Transportation fees must be paid prior to departure .

DEPARTURE FROM NORTHERN CALIFORNIA : Charter busses or vans will depart from Best
Western Grosvenor Hotel (380 S. Airport Blvd., South San Francisco)at 8:30 a.m.sharp. Campers
must register by 8:00 a.m.Transportation fee is $80.00 round-trip. Transportation fees must be paid
prior to depa rture.

Return: PARENTS ARE TO PICK UP THEIR CHILDREN ON THE LAST DAY OF THE SESSION
AT 1:15 PM. EITHER AT TAFT HIGH SCHOOL OR BEST WESTERN GROSVENOR HOTEL OR
AT 9:00 A.M. AT RIVER WAY RANCH CAMP.

VISITATION: Parents whose children are enrolled for three or four sessions may contact us to
obtain permission to visit on July 17, 2000. We have no camp visitation days for stays of 2 to 4 weeks.
We have found it can be a very unhappy experience for a child away from home to see other parents
and relatives visiti ng. This, in turn, can cause a morale problem throughout the camp. We appreciate
your understanding and cooperation in this matter as it will be a great help to your children in their
adjustment to camp life. All parents are welcome to visit the facility p rior to the opening of camp or
during any session your child is not attendi
weekend to join us for a Bed and Breakfast, [
tour of the camp. Call our office for details.

SMOKING, LIQUOR, & DRUGS: Use or possession of any cigarettes, liquor or nonRx drugs
(including marijuana) by any camper will result in dismissal, in which case there shall be no refund of
any part of the camp fee.

ILLNESS: A resident physician and nurse are employed and living on the premises at all times.
Parents will be notified if their children are confined to the Infirmary for longer than a 48 -hour period.
Should a condition arise of a serious nature, the Doctor, Camp Director or Assistant Camp Director
will immediately contact the parents or guardians, or your personal physician if necessary, by
telephone. If your child is to take any medication while at camp, please d o n o't pack
medication in their luggage, but present to staff at registration table at departure location.

LAUNDRY: Laundry is done at camp once a week at a per week charge of $4.00The fee will
automatically be deducted from your child's Canteen fund.

EXTRA MONEY: DO NOT send money with the campers. They have no need for it in camp and it
may get lost. Children are also requested NOT to bring valuables such as expensive watches, jewelry,
cameras, video games OR cell phones*. The camp cannot take responsibility for these lost items.

Canteen money, laundry, tr ansportation and yearbook have all been included in your billing.

PACKAGES: Please do not mail care packages containing food or candy to campers. We carry a
large selection of snack items in our Canteen and serve three very ample and wellbalanced meals
each day. Any food items that are sent will be held and used for special camp activities. We
appreciate your cooperation.

PHONE CALLS: Our camp property extends over many acres and outcamp activities off the camp

make it impossible to call campers to the telephone. News of friends speaking to their parents on the
telephone can cause prollems with other campers and make their adjustment to camp life much more

difficult. Please, do not expect phone calls from campers staying for only one or two sessions. You

should be receiving letters on a regular basis. You are welcome to discussyourchi d6s progress
our camp mom, who will return all incoming calls the same day. Please, do not send cell phones as

they are not allowed in camp.

PACKING SUGGESTIONS: Clothing may be packed in duffel bags, suitcases or trunks. PARENTS
ARE URGED NOT TO SEND EXCESS CLOTHING. A clothing list is enclosed.

IMPORTANT: Be surethateveryi t em i s marked with the camperds nar
printed name tags securely sewn or ironed onto the articles. Nametags may be purchased fromour
online store (www. riverwayranchcamp.com/online -store-).

Children should be told to assume responsibility for their own belongings, as the CAMP IS NOT
RESPONSIBLE FOR LOST ARTICLES . However, if you write us immediately after your camper
returns home, we will try to locate lo st articles. All returned items are shipped via credit card on file
or your companies FEDX or UPS account

MAIL : Campers are required to write home three times in a two week period and cannot get into
breakfast on letter meal days without depositing a lett er. Sometimes they outsmart us and send letters
to friends, dogs, etc. If you are not receiving letters, send us an email (attn: camp mom)and we will
look into it. Your child also expects letters from home. Twice a week is sufficient. To help them adjust
to being away from home please do not write any distressing news.

If you are leaving the country, you may send prepared mail for your child and we will be happy to
issue a letter 2 or 3 times a week. Just let us know.

E-MAIL: River Way has set up a specialarrangement with BUNK1 to process camper email. Please
register with BUNK1 using the link on our website. You will need to set up an account with them to
have access to the full range of services they provide, including the Camp Photo Album. Instructions
for setting up this account will be sent with a future mailing. Camper E -mail is downloaded each day
and printed for distribution with their regular Mail Call at  5:00 PM.

FAX MACHINE : Our FAX machine is intended for business use only We must keep it available for

business transactions. For this reason, we must insist that campers continue to receive letters from
you, as opposed to a FAX. Children attending camp from other countries will be allowed to recei ve a
FAX once per week, and send one per week Campers may receive unlimited e-mail. Unless a camper
is from overseas, campers will not have access to return emails.

HOMESICKNESS : If your child writes distressing letters, which homesick children may do, do not
become unduly alarmed. We have found that some children may write their first letter on the bus,
before they arrive at camp. You receive the distressing letter two days later, and while you are
reading it, your child has fully adjusted and is having a wonderful time waterskiing or horseback




riding. Be assured that we are deeply concerned about the welfare of your child, and that he or she
will always be given every consideration and attention. Should you have any anxiety in this regard,
please feelfree to write or call 559.7872551. We will be glad to discuss your child's progress. To help
your child fully and completely adjust to the transition of being away from home, we strongly
encourage parents not to give them the option of returning home in three days. Children, who have
this in their mind, p repare for a three-day stay and never allow themselves the chance to have fun. |
assureyou; we will let you know if your child is having an adjustment problem.

SPENDING MONEY (CANTEEN ACCOUNT): The amount of money charged to your account for
the Canteen fund will be deposited in your child's name in our camp store. Items such as film,
toothpaste, laundry, camp T-shirts, souvenir items, snacks, soft drinks, etc. may be purchased. We
have found $98.00 to be an adequate amount for the first session your childattends and $50.00 for
each additional session. Your child will be advised of his/her balance after each purchase. Some out-
of-camp activities require an entrance fee,which will be deducted from your child's Canteen fund.
Unless you choose to opt-out, any balance left in your account will be sent to the American Camp
Association (ACA) in care of the River Way Scholarship Fund, which aids those campers needing
financial assistance in order to enjoy t he residential camp experience. Otherwise, any balance left in
the account will be returned to your child in cash just before leaving camp . (Balances of $40.00 or more
will be mailed homén the form of a chegkPlease notify the camp if you prefer lower balances to be
mailed. Please see Canteen/Additional Inf ormation page below to Opt -Out.

YEARBOOK : An 80-page color yearbook is produced from pictures taken during the entire camp

season, featuring the campers, activities and memories to last a lifetime. A $0.00 charge on your
invoice covers the purchase of our full -color yearbook. If you do not wish to purchase a yearbook,

please contact the camp office no later thanJuly 1 or write a note on your invoice. Because it takes
time to design and publish them, the Yearbooks will not be mailed until December.

CONDITIONS FOR ENROLLMENT

(pg.2 of enrollment form o next page)

1. The camper, his parents and relatives agree to abide by the rules and regulations set by the Camp for
the health, safety and welfare of the campers. All camper forms are due June 1, 2A0 regardless of the
session the child/child ren are enrolled. If enrolling after June 1, all form are due two -weeks prior to
the session your child is enrolled.

2. Due to the fact that all camping programs are planned prior to the opening of Camp, including
purchasing Camper supplies, equipment and hir ing of personnel, based on confirmed camper
reservations, no allowance, refunds or rebates can or will be made if cancellation occurs after May
15

3. The Camp reserves the right to dismiss a Camper, whose conduct or influence is unsatisfactory, or is in
the opinion of the Camp Director, not in the best interest of the Camp. In that event, there shall be no
refund of any part of the camp fee and the parent is responsible for any additional cost incurred to
transport his/her camper(s) home .

4. The Camp is not responsible for articles of clothing or personal belongings lost or damaged by fire,
theft, laundry, etc.

5. Should both parents leave their place of residence, for an extended period of time during the Camp
session, the Camp Director must be notified where they can be contacted, in case of emergency.

6. In case of medical or surgical emergency, | hereby give permission to the physician selected by the
Camp Director to hospitalize and secure proper treatment for the camper listed. All such expenses will
be the resporsibility of and shall be paid for by the parents.

7. A health examination form, filled out by a physician must be submitted no later than Junel, 2010. NO
CAMPER WILL BE ACCEPTED IN CAMP WITHOUT A HEALTH EXAMINATION FORM.

8. The undersigned consents to the useof any pictures of this child for the purpose of advertising and
promotion of River Way Ranch Camp.

9. | understand and acknowledge that certain activities as listed in your camp brochure (such as
horseback riding, waterskiing, sports, etc.) have an increasedrisk of injury. | further acknowledge and
